The listed entity therefore has submitted
a request to BSE Ltd for considering
waiver of fine levied for the said delayed
compliance vide its letter No. SH/13/2026
dt. 16.3.2026 while assuring that the
listed entity is committed for maintaining
full compliance with SEBI (LODR)
Regulations and Exchange requirements.
To prevent recurrence, the listed entity
has strengthened its internal compliance
monitoring system by periodic review by
its Compliance Officer and put in place
the escalation mechanism for regulatory
timelines.
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
